Subject: EPSB and KTIP Funding 
Dear Colleagues,

This past Saturday (June 7, 2008) the Education Professional Standards Board approved the 2008-2009 KTIP funding priorities and guidelines, as well as waivers, modifying the Kentucky Teacher Internship Program to accommodate the limited resources currently available.
Due to the extraordinary budgetary crisis, the EPSB approved KTIP funding requirements for FY 08-09 based on the following approved motion: 

“The resource teacher stipend shall be $700.00 for half year interns and $1,400 for full year interns, with KTIP contracts with the eight (8) [public] universities to total $430,000.00 for a service of a total of 2,514 equivalent number of full year interns.  This information shall be communicated to the governor’s office, legislators, and all interested stakeholders. At the next board meeting, a task force shall be developed to study the impact of the funding guidelines and priorities for FY 08-09 and to develop further solutions to resolve any future budgetary crises.  The board wishes to continue to acknowledge its commitment to the higher education’s participation in KTIP.”

This action taken by the EPSB will not reduce the stipend paid to KTIP resource teachers; however, the public universities will only receive about one-third of what was provided last year for support of KTIP.  We anticipate that this reduction in funds to the public universities will severely reduce the number of Teacher Educators (TE) universities can appoint to serve on KTIP committees.

The EPSB is aware of the difficulties some districts will face in providing a TE; therefore, it is important that each district KTIP coordinator attend the upcoming LEAD/KTIP informational meetings that we will be hosting across the state.  During the informational meetings, both Cindy Owen and Mike Carr will provide ideas and guidance that should ease the burden to the district.  For more information on the meetings, please contact Cindy Godsey at cindy.godsey@ky.gov. 

As stipulated in the above motion, the EPSB will establish a task force to monitor the effects of these changes and to propose future recommendations.
