GRANT OBJECTIVES MATRIX
	Grant Objective 1:
To provide research in order to better understand the educational pipeline that encompasses pre-school through high school by accessing the shared data discussed in this proposal. Through this research, decision-makers will be able to monitor student progress and address learning gaps at each level of the education.  This research will also guide local and state educational leaders in effectively allocating resources to target the specific needs of individual schools and districts.
Note: “pipeline” here refers to the progression of students through the P-12 system, not to the progress of teacher candidates through the educator preparation system.


	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs: 
This is an objective affecting local education agencies (i.e., pre-school through high school). Findings may impact resource allocations for instructional programs and grants.



	Question for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. What kind of information about the P-12 experience of students entering your program might be useful to you in making decisions?


	

	Grant Objective 2:
To measure P-12 educator quality by examining the link between educator preparation programs and P-12 student achievement to provide an unparalleled amount of information to the state’s educator preparation programs for use in their own planning and review processes.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs: 
Information about P-12 student achievement can be used productively to improve the performance of educator preparation programs.



	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. What kind of information about the performance of your program completers in the classroom/workforce would be helpful in managing and improving your program?

2. What specific information about P-12 student achievement would be helpful to you?


	

	Grant Objective 3:
To determine whether course-taking patterns make a difference in producing effective P-12 educators. The ensuing research will be used to inform educator preparation programs as well as decision-makers concerning the quality of P-12 educator preparation.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs: 
The course-taking patterns in this objective may refer to courses taken during the educator preparation programs or courses taken prior to entry into the programs.  So data included in the repository should allow reviews of longitudinal patterns to begin as early as possible.



	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. Would it be helpful to educator preparation programs for course-taking pattern data to be available by all content areas or just specific core areas?
2. If just specific core areas, then identify which areas.

3. Would it be helpful to know the course-taking patterns of students enrolled in educator preparation programs for courses taken prior to those required in the educator preparation program?
4. If so, is there a pivotal point in a student’s educational career that program staff believes should be the beginning of the longitudinal lens?


	

	Grant Objective 4:
To evaluate educator retention patterns within the state. This research will provide decision and policy makers with key information in order to determine whether retention rates vary based on a variety of variables including preparation programs, regions, certification areas, grade ranges, P-12 facilities and student populations.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs:
This objective assumes that educator preparation programs understand and have an investment in teacher labor markets and might influence educator retention, and that they have a continued investment in their students remaining in the teaching profession.



	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. What kind of information would be helpful to educator preparation programs relative to teacher retention?
2. What causes of teacher attrition and retention would you like to be able to evaluate in a future data system?



	

	Grant Objective 5:
To evaluate P-12 environmental factors, assessments, and course-taking patterns as predictors of postsecondary success, including college readiness and transition to the 21st century workforce. These evaluations will ensure that earlier interventions are put into place and that appropriate assistance is provided to students in order to guarantee success.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs:
This objective includes college readiness assessments and access to more rigorous secondary curriculum as predictors of whether or not students will be successful at the university level.  This implies there might be other assessments that could be included.

 

	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. Are there any other indicators that should be included in predicting whether or not students are ready for university level work?
2. What is the relationship between the program’s admissions procedures and educator success?



	

	Grant Objective 6:
To assess the effect of current interventions in K-12 low-performing schools. The cross-agency committee charged with turning around the state’s lowest performing schools and districts will utilize this information in determining the most effective course of action to raise student achievement in these schools.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs:
This is an objective affecting local education agencies (i.e., pre-school through high school). Interventions may include expanding dual credit opportunities or programs such as Gear-up.  Educator preparation programs may have an interest in this topic as it relates to preparing educators to succeed in low-performing schools.


	Question for staff of educator preparation programs:
1. Would any information on this topic be helpful to your program?


	

	Grant Objective 7:
To expand the information that is provided back to schools about the outcomes of their former students. This could expand upon ideas such as the Kentucky High School Feedback Report to provide more information about the success of their students in college and perhaps incorporate some state level workforce statistics and some other data provided from other state agency data sources.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs:
There may be other data not currently provided to local schools and districts that could assist them in making better decisions and increase student achievement.



	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. Do universities have other information, in addition to what’s provided on the Kentucky High School Feedback Report, which could assist LEA’s with educational decision-making?
2. How do academic labor markets affect student learning?



	

	Grant Objective 8:
To increase accessibility to P-20 education data in order to facilitate current and future educational research, analysis, and policy development for policy makers as well as providing de-identified data to leverage the state’s education research community to provide meaningful information and leverage external researchers assistance with specific issues.



	Assumption for colleges of educator preparation programs:
Universities need information for and from research and analysis.



	Questions for staff of educator preparation programs:

1. Is there specific information universities do not currently have and to which they would like to have access?
2. How can research capacity and interest at the teacher preparation institutions be built?
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
