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The meeting began with a review of the agenda.  No additions or corrections to the agenda. 
Senate Bill 1 Requirements – Since the main agenda item from the July 28th meeting was the SB 1 Matrix, Linda shared copies of the updated document which had the key discussion points.  The SB1 Matrix is comprised of the sections from SB1 pertaining to the requirements for Teacher Educator Preparation Programs. Also, the matrix document contains discussion questions for staff of teacher educator preparation programs to consider meeting the intent of 
SB 1.  We discussed possible strategies each university/college are using or plan to use to meet the requirements of SB1.  

Morehead State University SB 1 documents were shared with the group.  
Mr. Robert Brown, Director of the Kentucky Internship Program, spoke about the requirements for interns under Senate Bill 1 and the changes that would be made to Task A -1 and A – 2 and the Intern Performance Report (IPR) to ensure all teacher interns will have experience planning classroom instruction based on the revised standards.  He shared that a committee would be appointed to give guidance in making the necessary changes.

Another SB 1 responsibility of EPSB is to conduct an analysis of the current requirements at the pre-service level for writing instruction and determine how writing instruction for prospective teachers can be enhanced or improved.  The study also states that KDE and EPSB shall analyze assessment results of writing.  Cindy Parker, KDE Adolescent Literacy Consultant, spoke to the group about the efforts KDE and EPSB have completed toward meeting the intent of this part of SB 1. 
Ms. Parker discussed two documents that has been and will be used in our study.  The first article is, “A Critical Mission:  Making Adolescent Reading an Immediate Priority in SREB States” which is a report of the Committee to Improve Reading and Writing in Middles and High Schools. Also, Ms. Parker spoke of the importance of SB 163 – An act relating to adolescent reading skills. SB 163 can be found at http://www.lrc.ky.gov/record/10RS/SB163.htm.  
And, the last document referenced is “Improving Adolescent Literacy in Kentucky:  A Joint Position Statement, Appendix H, and Part 1:  Teacher Preparation/Certification.”   This is a joint position statement which can be accessed at http://www.education.ky.gov/KDE/Instructional+Resources/Literacy/   (go to the 15th document on the page).  
The final item on the agenda pertained to the roll out of the professional development for the core content standards.  Linda reported on the work of the CPE Advisory Work Group, which is helping CPE personnel to craft a plan for this important work.  Discussion of the intent of the work to date included budget information, the four state wide entities that CPE has contracted with to provide the face – to – face training, and on – line modules were briefly discussed.   The Advisory Group has only met twice at this point. Ms. Nickel asked Rosetta Sandidge to speak on the work of the P-20 College and Career Readiness Lab at the University of Kentucky (P-20 Lab).  Ms. Sandidge reiterated that this work is just beginning and more information will be shared soon.
At the pleasure of the group, Linda will continue to attempt to schedule the P 20 Data Collaborative University/College Work Group meetings on the same day of the EPSB Board Meeting and the KACTE meeting.  If a monthly meeting has been scheduled, then she will send out an agenda at least one week prior to the meeting and facilitate lunch for the work group.  
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
