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The meeting began with a review of the agenda.  There were no additions or corrections to the agenda. 
The P20 Data Collaborative University/College Work Group agenda items are summarized below:
· KTIP Alignment to SB 1 – Robert Brown
Mr. Brown gave an update of the progress of the EPSB Committee to review the (KTIP) Kentucky Teacher Intern Performance Manual and accompanying documents to align with the language of SB 1.  The committee has had several face-to-face work sessions and follow-up online sessions.  The work of the committee will be completed by the end of May.  At that time, EPSB will provide update training through Live Meeting for the KTIP trainers.  

· P20 Data Collaborative Design Work – Charles McGrew
Mr. McGrew provided an update on the design of the P20 Data Collaborative data structure.  He spoke with the group about possible types of research which will be available when the data goes live.  He asked the KACTE group to begin discussing the type of data they would want to know.
· PARC – Kim Walters-Parker
Dr. Walters-Parker provided information concerning the structure, intent, and timeline of the Program and Accreditation Review Committee (PARC.) 
· CPE SB 1 Online Modules – Jillian Starman
Dr. Starman provided an overview of the Council on Postsecondary Education developed modules:  
· Introduction to Senate Bill 1 (2009) and the Kentucky Core Academic Standards,
· The Impact of Senate Bill 1 (2009) on Assessment and Accountability, 
· The Impact of Senate bill 1 (2009) on Mathematics, and

· The Impact of Senate Bill 1 on English Language Arts and Literacy.
Dr. Starman presented a summary of the feedback from the CPE sponsored Georgetown Information Session.

· CPE Teacher Prep Metrics – Heidi Hiemstra, CPE
Ms. Hiemstra, Council of Postsecondary Education, presented the 2011-2015 Strategic Agenda Performance Metrics to the work group.  This is a follow-up to her December 2010 presentation on the proposed metric. The measure will be the percent of teaching program graduates scoring in the top 15 percent nationally on Praxis II (PLT) licensure exams.  This pertains to State and Institutional + AIKC U.  
· Boston College Data Project – Terry Hibpshman

Dr. Hibpshman provided an overview of the proposed Boston College Data Project.  He will update the group once all requirements have been met to begin the data project.  
· Deconstructed Standards – Robin Chandler, KDE

Robin Chandler, Kentucky Department of Education, was present to discuss the progress of the Content Networks on the Deconstruction of the Kentucky Core Academic Standards.  The website containing the draft of the deconstructed standards is continually updated.  A final draft should be available late spring.  
· Model Curriculum Framework -  Robin Chandler, KDE

Ms. Chandler briefly discussed the progress of Model Curriculum Framework Committee and asked to be included on the May agenda for a more detailed presentation.  
The next meeting date for the work group will be May 16, 2011.
