2.  Model Curriculum Framework -  Sandra Hamon, KDE

3.  PARC – Kim Walters-Parker, EPSB
Dr. Walters-Parker provided information concerning the structure, intent, and timeline of the Program and Accreditation Review Committee (PARC.) 
4. Student Teaching Regulation – Kim Walters – Parker, EPSB
Dr. Walters-Parker discussed proposed changes to KAR 5:020 regarding proposed minimum admission standards for teacher education programs and KAR 5:040 regarding proposed changes to student teaching. Recommendations by CRACE guided the development of the proposed changes. Dr. Walters-Parker asked that questions, concerns, and alternative recommendations be shared with EPSB and KACTE leadership agreed to communicate directly with Dr. Walters-Parker
5. Co – Teaching – Kim Walters – Parker, EPSB
Dr. Parker, Mrs. Sandra Stanley, and Dr. Leah Hoover will attend a Co-Teaching Train the Trainer workshop presented by St. Cloud State University faculty. The NCATE Blue Ribbon Panel on Clinical Preparation and Partnerships for Improved Student Learning identified co-teaching as a promising practice, citing St. Cloud State’s research finding positive effects on student learning in classes co-taught by teacher candidates and mentor teachers.
6. Data Collection Update – Kim Walters – Parker, EPSB
The EPSB is developing a data dashboard to provide easier access to a wide range of data, including data about educator preparation programs. A group of data experts, including at least one representative from KACTE, will work to develop effectiveness indicators to be included in the data dashboard. At this point, the EPSB does not anticipate collecting substantial additional data for this project other than expanding admission and exit data collection to include all educator preparation programs.    
7.  “What Are We Doing in Kentucky to Promote College Readiness?” – Sue Cain, CPE
